o Vaccination Challenge: LC State is proud to partner with colleges and universities
across Idaho and the country to support the COVID-19 College Vaccination Challenge.
The Challenge invites colleges/universities to make sure members of their campus
communities know where to go to get a vaccine; and to lead and pave the way by helping
to make vaccination options and opportunities readily available (e.g., our spring vaccine
clinics, coordinated in partnership with Public Health, and scheduled in time for
vaccination to be complete prior to the end of school, are an example of our efforts to
help put the pandemic in the past).
